On January 10, 2022, University of Georgla fans across the state and nation celebrated as their

In 2022, Head Coach Kirby Smart led a new breed of bulldog onto the field of battle as they
sought to build on the foundation laid by 2021’s squad and once again bring a championship to
Athens despite significant losses of both players and coaches as well as strong competition from
