WHEREAS: His legacy, faithfully promoted by Mrs. King through het work as an author
and community leader, continues to inspire Americans and the people of
other nations to act in service to help others improve their own lives; and

WHEREAS: This year marks Georgia’s 39th annual celebration of the life of the Martin
Luther King, Jr. and the 38th year of the federal holiday. In remembrance of
his life, Georgians will participate in service projects in communities across
the state on Monday, January 16, 2023; now

January 16, 2023, as MARTIN LUTHER KING, JR. DAY in Georgia.
