WHEREAS: Around the world, 65 million girls are not in school, and 33 million fewer gitls
than boys attend primary school. Sadly, 17 million of these girls will never attend
school in their lifetimes; and

WHEREAS: Statistics show that girls who get an education earn higher wages and support
healthier, more prosperous families. The empowerment of and investment in
gitls are instrumental in promoting and protecting the future of women; and

WHEREAS: On Gitls Empowerment Day, organizations like Trinity Girls Network and
others across our state come together to celebrate and encourage young women
to become the educated leaders of tomorrow; now

THEREFORE: I, BRIAN P. KEMP, Governor of the State of Georgia, do hereby proclaim
February 20, 2019, as GIRLS EMPOWERMENT DAY in Georgia.
